Crew Marshalling - Escort Dragon Boat Teams to the docks

Decoration - Setup lanterns and decorations to make the site 
beautiful 

 

Dock - Ensure boats are secure to the dock 
- Assist teams getting in and out of the boat, ensure all 
the settings are correct before the race 
- Perform security check on racers 
- Push racing boats off the dock when the water 
marshal gives the OK

Security - Ensure that only paddlers, Key Officials, and 
volunteers are allowed on dock 
- Control traffic on the road entrances, and exits
